How Will Respond?

“The 4 I’s of Living on Mission”
I Corinthians 9:19-23

We’ve been building a foundation – which is critically important but it then must move into application – living out our faith in real life – in our everyday lives. 

We talk about being on mission – when we hear that what do we most often think?   We might think giving to an offering or going on a mission trip… natural response.   But what if we realize that was only a small part of it?

What if all of us really took seriously our call to consider our own backyard, neighborhood, a mission field just like our missionaries do who go overseas or to other parts of our nation?  What if we lived like that?  That’s missional living – seeing and understanding our call to live missionally – live like a missionary every day of our lives with the people who the Lord has placed around us!  

Identify People Who Need the Gospel
Who Are They?  

· Our Natural Neighbors – actual neighborhood, co-workers, classmates
· Our Neglected Neighbors – other people whose path we might not ordinarily cross.  
How Do I Do That? 

· We have to pray

· We have to ask the Lord to open our eyes to see where He is at work 
· We have to get our eyes off of ourselves 
· We have to make time – (one of the reasons we don’t Sunday night activities except for occasional meetings) 
· We have to make the effort 

Invest In Others as You Share the Gospel

· We have to know our neighbors 
· We need to find ways to serve our neighbors 
· We have to get out of our comfort zones 
· We have to be intentional about it 
· We have to begin to build relationships It takes work to invest in people – not easy 
· We have to ask people how you can pray for them. 

Invite People Into Disciple Making Relationships

· We must share our Story with them 

Open your life for people to see inside.  Allow them to see you don’t have it all together nice and neat – let them see God’s grace applied in your life.  

· We must invite people to come.  

Yes we must invite people to come to Church and yes sometimes people make a decision to follow Chris there but more than not it will take much more than that.  (By the way, it is the reason why I share the gospel every single Sunday – for those who need to hear it and for those who need to share it!)

· We must be bold through the Holy Spirit to invite people into a relationship with Jesus Christ.  We must share the Gospel – making connections through whatever means necessary and this approach uses the discussion of brokenness in our world.  We then must go to the next step…simply hearing isn’t enough – we must invite them to repent and turn from their sin and turn to Jesus and believe and follow Him.  

It’s not up to us to if they accept it or reject it, but our job is to offer the invitation.  

· We must remember that we aren’t called to be just a man on a hill but a city on hill!  Yet another reason why being an active vital part of a Church is crucial! 
It’s where people see the grace of God lived out – fleshed out in front of them.  Seeing other believers, repenting, confessing, rejoicing in God’s grace, and forgiving others.  Seeing them love one another.  We aren’t meant to simply show off the light as an individual though it is a part of it, but instead we do it through a community of Christ Followers. 

Increase Disciple-Making by Sending People to Make More Disciples 

Multiplication – at the heart of our Vision 2020 – we don’t want to be a church who adds anymore but one that multiplies – both here in our own Church and outside helping others to plant other churches so they can multiply – even to our UUPG in Indonesia 
We aren’t called to do it alone

We are called to make more disciples who then can in turn make more disciples – who repeat the process of identifying, investing, inviting and increasing.  This is the job description of every believer.  

The reason this doesn’t happen I’m convinced is because we aren’t really doing it ourselves and so we don’t feel comfortable teaching others what we aren’t already doing or starting to do.  (Ouch – tough words!)  Can’t lead people to do something we aren’t doing.  

Make it practical this week – you are going to read about these 4 I’s this week plus Day 5 encourages you (especially if you have never done this before) write down your testimony and in this the encouragement is to write it based around the three circles.  

The Model – we want to see that in place even right here in our own Church that then begins to be reproduced in our ministries and missions.
